In 2000, a group of
farmers, in an attempt to successfully market their coffee internationally, united to
form CCT. Today, the organization has grown to include 19,600 members from 16 base Number of Members: 19,600
cooperatives and 494 small-scale farmer groups. CCT obtained Fair Trade certification
from Fairtrade Labeling Organizations International (FLO) in 2001 and has since greatly
